Year 7 Instrumental Lessons 
 
We would like to offer pupils in Year 7 the 
opportunity to start lessons on Brass, Guitar, 
Drum Kit, Flute, Clarinet, Saxophone or 
Bassoon.  Instrumental lessons usually take 
place in school time in small groups or individual 
and these will be able to start as soon as groups 
are viable. Learning a musical instrument 
increases self-confidence, co-ordination and 
concentration, but above all is fun!   
 
The cost of Standard group lessons is £9.60 per 
lesson and individual lessons may also be 
available at a cost of £17.30 for a 20 minute 
lesson (we offer 33 lessons per year invoiced in 
11 week terms). Instruments can usually be 
loaned for beginners from Berkshire Maestros at 
the very reasonable cost of £22 per term.
